Chapter 4. Ancillary School Service Certificates


§411. School Nurse


Type C School Nurse―valid for three years.


1. Eligibility Requirements:


a. current Louisiana licensure as a registered professional nurse; and


b. minimum of two years experience as a registered nurse.





2. Renewal Guidelines: May be renewed once for a


three year period, upon presentation of a copy of current


Louisiana licensure as a registered professional nurse and


upon request of Louisiana employing authority.








Type B School Nurse—valid for five years.


1. Eligibility Requirements:


a. current Louisiana licensure as a registered professional nurse; and


b. three years of experience as a Type C School Nurse.





2. Renewal Guidelines:


a. Completion of Continuing Professional


Development/Education Units (CEUs) (150 contact hours or 15 CEUs) in a variety of activities designed to maintain and expand a school nurse’s skills and to ensure the provision of quality services. These CEUs must be earned at the rate of a minimum of 30 contact hours per year and may be completed through the American Nurses Credentialing Center (ANCC), the State Board of Nursing or district approved professional development; and b. current Louisiana licensure as a registered professional nurse.








Type A School Nurse—valid for five years.


1. Eligibility Requirements:


a. current Louisiana licensure as a registered professional nurse;


b. baccalaureate degree in nursing or a health related field from a regionally accredited college or university; and c. five years experience as a certified Type B school nurse.





2. Renewal Guidelines:


a. Completion of Continuing Professional


Development/Education Units (CEUs) (150 contact hours or 15 CEUs) in a variety of activities designed to maintain and expand a school nurse’s skills, and to ensure the provision of quality services. These CEUs must be earned at the rate of a minimum of 30 contact hours per year and may be completed through the American Nurses Credentialing Center (ANCC), the State Board of Nursing or district approved professional development; and b. current Louisiana licensure as a registered professional nurse.
